This made me determined to ensure
his voice was finally heard, more
than 100 years later.

As part of her prize, Charlotte
travelled on a 10 day study tour to
Vietnam during the 2016 October
school holidays.

An outstanding achievement

for Charlotte and even more
outstanding that, in the seven years
of this competition running, six
Loreto College students have won
positions on this tour.

Anna Foley

Year 10 student, Anna Foley, entered
the Honouring Australian Vietnam
Veterans Competition with an

essay examining the role played by
Australian Army Engineers and Dog
Handlers.

Anna joined other national
winners for a three day study

and commemorative experience
in Canberra where she was a
participant at the 50th Anniversary
Commemoration Ceremony of the
Battle of Long Tan.

Anna was also judged a winner in
the 2015 National History Challenge.
She was the State Winner in the
Year 9 Category and in the Special
Category of ‘Magna Carta’ for her
essay examining the role of King
John in history and the significance
of the Magna Carta.

Anna’'s entry was then judged the
national winner in both categories.
As a national winner, Anna attended
a fully-funded, four-day behind-the-
scenes tour of Canberra's national
museums and memorials.

Year 12 student, Annabel Lane, was
one of the 2015 Premier's ANZAC
Spirit School Prize winners, attending
the Dawn Service Centenary
Commemoration at Anzac Cove last
year.

Annabel’s entry focused on South
Australian, Philip DeQuetteville
Robin, who fought with the 10th
Battalion at Gallipoli.

“The competition provided me
with the opportunity to extend

my passion for history beyond the
traditional classroom activities.
Researching a South Australian
veteran allowed me to understand
how the Great War not only
affected Australia as a whole, but
how it affected families in our own
backyard." Annabel said.

Annabel also won the South
Australian Young Historian of the
Year Award for her entry in the 2014
National History Challenge, which
documented the critical role played
by Australian women in armed
conflicts in the 20th Century.



Between 3-18 December 2016,
18 Loreto Marryatville students
and four staff participated in the
biannual Vietham-Cambodia
Pilgrimage.

The students worked daily during
the first week at the Thi Nghe
Orphanage caring for some of
the 600 residents ranging in age
from six months to 30 years. Each
of the residents have significant
intellectual and physical disabilities
caused by chemicals used by the
military during the Vietnam War.
The simple act of feeding and
caring for these boys, girls, men
and women was a powerful and
profound action which reminded
every one of us of the fragility

of life and the beauty of active
compassion.

It was a pleasure, in the course of
the week, to meet and work with
Jaom Fisher, Executive Director,
Loreto Kids Charity. Jaom assisted
in the debriefing process which is
essential in such an undertaking
where exceptional experiences fill
each and every day.

During the week we also visited
Nguyen Dinh Chieu (NDC)
School for the Blind. This school
established by the Loreto Kids
Charity is an exciting and vibrant
centre of learning where, despite
students having little or no sight,
their vision for the future is one
of access, ability and equal
opportunity.

The group then travelled to the
Mekong River region where we
enjoyed an overnight homestay
and the following day travelled
via bus and boat crossing the
Cambodian border to Phnom

Penh. Here, the students and

staff engaged in what is best
described as an immersion

study tour of the Khmer Rouge
Genocide between 1975-1979. The
group visited Tuol Sleng Prison
and Genocide Museum and the
‘Killing Fields' at Cheung Ek. At
Tuol Sleng the group personally
met and talked with two survivors
of the prison and a member of
the Khmer Rouge who worked

at the prison as a photographer.
The following day we visited the
ongoing Khmer Rouge Trials at
the Extraordinary Chambers in the
Courts of Cambodia. We observed
this important tribunal in session
for two hours.

Later that afternoon, it was such

a pleasure to visit the Sisters of
Charity Orphanage. The team
instantly commenced a production
line which resulted in us packing
500 ‘Christmas kits' containing
food and essentials for villages
throughout Cambodia. We finished
the trip by travelling north to Siem
Reap and the ancient wonders of
Angkor Wat before our flight home
to our families and friends.

This two-week pilgrimage in
Vietnam and Cambodia is an
empowering and humbling
experience. It has a profound
impact on all participants. It
reminds us of our responsibility
to tirelessly seek social justice as
global citizens.

As displaced persons following World \War
Two, Lusia's parents moved to Adelaide

in 1949 to begin a new life. Lusia attended
Loreto from Prep, and matriculated in
1970.

As a young child, Lusia played chess

and sang songs with family friend,
Cardinal Wojtyta (who later became

Pope John-Paul Il), when he visited from
Poland. Chess proved to be one of Lusia's
interests and talents - she and her friends
even formed a chess team at Loreto and
won many competitions.

After Lusia's mother fell very ill, Lusia

and younger sister Irena ('71) became
weekly boarders so that their father could
continue to run the family business. “Irena
and | would sit on the [boarding house]
floor and read picture books while the ‘big
girls' did their homework.”

Now, Lusia is co-founder and CEO of an
ASX-listed healthcare company with an
international reputation for developing
innovative technologies to automate
infectious diseases testing. She has
executive skills in business management
and technology commercialisation, and
previously held positions as Operations
Director and Manufacturing Manager for
Faulding Pharmaceuticals, and trained
and practiced as a medical laboratory
scientist after leaving school.

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A roller-coaster journey has led to Alice
Dawkins ('10) becoming the first Australian
to join a university exchange program

in Myanmar. As the highest-scoring
applicant for the position, she was also
named as Australia's inaugural ‘Burma
Fellow. Her interest in Myanmar and

its future was sparked by an intensive
Burmese language course over ANU's
winter break.

During one of her trips to Myanmar, Alice
learned Burmese for several hours per
day, and was inspired to achieve fluency.
She will use funding from her Fellowship
to live in Myanmar for a year and take
classes, as well as contribute to research
at Yangon University.

In addition to fluent Burmese, Alice
speaks fluent Mandarin, tracing this
fluency back to her time at Loreto. She

is currently a research assistant for two
projects at ANU, including DFAT-endorsed
Myanmar Government Partnership

for Development, and undertaking an
Honours thesis in both Asian Studies and
Law. Her thesis examines the intersections
between Myanmar and China at the time
of the 1950s border resettlement, through
the lens of Chinese refugees entering
Myanmar territory.

Alice hopes to work in the area of forced

IN Memoriam

Rosemary Davey (Rice, “76)

Judge Davey had a distinguished career.
Between commencing practice as a
lawyer in 1982 and her appointment to
the Bench, Judge Davey was a prosecutor
and a barrister and worked on many high
profile cases including the infamous
Snowtown murder trial. Judge Davey
also served as a senior solicitor for the
Corporate Affairs Commission, acted as a
member of the National Crime Authority
(NCA), and was appointed to administer,
and preside over hearings by, the NCA.

During the special sitting of the District
Court on 27 August 2009, Judge Davey's
appointment, her commitment to legal aid
work and her clients, were acknowledged.
The President of the Law Society of South
Australia said Judge Davey was known

for being a “tough advocate, persistent
and resilient... compassionate towards the
underdog and [forl having given brilliant
representation to those less advantaged in
the community”.

During her own speech, Judge Davey
reflected on her time at Loreto, saying, ‘|
had a wonderful education, in an excellent
school and like others here today, | was
the happy beneficiary of two parents who
sacrificed every material desire to the

task of paying the school fees, in our case
for seven children. Many gifted teachers
taught me and | am so pleased and proud
that my favourite teacher and the favourite
of hundreds of young women at Loreto,
the now Reverend Whiting and his wife
Janine, are here today. He was and is an
inspirational teacher and | was a fortunate

Rosemary Davey, Dux and Prefect of the Loreto Class of 1976,
was honoured by the legal profession and the State government
when she was appointed a Judge of the South Australian District
Court on 6 August 2009. Judge Davey lost her battle with breast
cancer in October 2016. It is with sadness that we farewell
Judge Davey, however, we also take the time to remember her
illustrious career and the joy that her family gave her.

recipient of the skills, passion and integrity
that he taught all of us."

Judge Davey also spoke of the “great
joys" of her life, her children Alexander
and Elizabeth, both of whom were in their
final two years of school in 2016. Whilst
quick to say she never wanted any special
treatment, Judge Davey spoke of the
struggle of working mothers and the need
for her profession to address constraints
on women. She said:

“Trying to be a mother and a barrister

- both of them more than full-time
endeavours of themselves - is a very tall
order. Like many women, | struggled to
manage both and in many ways feel that

I did not make a very good fist of either... |
think that more open discussion about this
issue is vital if we want increased numbers
of women to practise as barristers. | think
that this issue is one of the real truths
about the low number of women at the
Bar and, consequently, on the Bench. |

do not hold with the 'boys club’ theories;

I have never had anything but unqualified
acceptance, assistance and support

from all members of the Bar, whether in
my chambers or elsewhere. The trouble

is that behind many good barristers is a
vital support base; a wife, a partner and

a family - in my case, and in the case of
other women who have gone before me, |
am that; a wife and a mother, a role which
is the greatest importance to me and my
support base was doing a very difficult job
too.
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Judge Davey also reflected upon

her upbringing. Judge Davey said,

“The importance of family cannot be
understated. | am one of seven - number
five - | am afraid that has much to do
with the fact that | say too much - in a
large family it was often the case of yell
at length or be doomed. My parents were
committed and loving, and somewhat
foolishly encouraged debate every night
at the dinner table about every topic under
the sun”

Judge Davey did not have to look far to
find a female role model. She said, “My
mother, Mary (Malone, ‘41) had seven
children and a full-time career - she taught
nursing. | needed no female role models

in the law - | had it from my own mother.

| am in awe of her achievements." Judge
Davey described her late father, Humphrey
Davey, as “lovely man who educated five
daughters to be ‘whatever they wished'

His fine mind, his guidance, love of history
and reading contributed so much to my
academic success."

Judge Davey said, ‘I seem to have a
passion for justice, the system and most of
all for the people who become involved.
This passion no doubt inspired Judge
Davey to excelin her role and she served
our community valiantly during her time on
the Bench. Vale Rosemary.

(1931 - 2016)

Beloved mother of Ms Merran Walsh
(current staff member and Old
